Harmonious Color Schemes :

Analogous: colors that are adjacent to each other on the color wheel.
Complimentary : colors directly opposite on the color wheel.

Tone : Color + grey

Shade : Color + Black

Primary Colors : Red, Yellow, Blue

Secondary Colors: Orange, Green , and Violet - made by
mixing 2 primary colors.

Warm Colors : Reds,oranges.yellows

Cool Colors : Greens, blues and violets
